
Research is at the heart of a successful unit of coursework. Research is NOT downloaded or copied information; it is NOT something that you simply have to do. It IS knowledge to inform your practical work.

Where do I start?

· KIAD (UCCA) library 

· school library, 

· local library (Springfield library in Maidstone is very good for Art resources), 

· contacting artists,

· canvassing opinions,

· your own reflections,

· the Internet

Once I have it then what?

Use the research table to record your findings. Do this systematically working your way through the information you have gathered and comparing it. This will take you time so leave yourself plenty to do this. Do NOT simply print off or photocopy loads of information and call that research, you must analyse it to be able to gather relevant and useful information from it.

How do I get the most out of my research?

Do not simply accept what you read as the only answer; art is very subjective. Do you agree? Do all of your sources agree? Find connections and discrepancies that others may have missed

What else do I need to know?

Keep a record of all of your sources, as you need to add a bibliography to your essay as proof that all of your work is your own. 
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
