FACTS

What is the title? Is there any meaning behind the title in relation to the piece? When was the picture made? Is it typical of any other work from this period by the artist?

CONTENT & COMPOSITION

What is the picture of? Is it literal or do you have to look more into it? What is the compositional arrangement? Why do you think the artist has done this? Was the subject matter observed or from imagination? Is there any distortion or abstraction? Does the piece have any obvious or more subtle meaning or symbolism?

PROCESS & TECHNIQUE

What media/medium was used and how (if paint has been used, what are the brushstrokes like)? Describe the technique used by the artist. How could you reproduce this technique?

COLOUR & TONE

Is there a main/predominant colour in the piece? Do the colours harmonise or contrast? How would you describe the palette/range of colours used? Is there a lot of contrast in this piece or is it more subtle, explain?

MOOD & MEANING

What is the mood of the piece? Are there any obvious feelings or emotions evoked by looking at it? If so what are they and how did you reach this conclusion? Is the mood typical of the artist or particular movement or phase? 
FORM

What shapes can be seen in the piece? Is there a main shape or a mixture of shapes? If there are a mixture, how do they link together to make the composition? (Adjacent, juxtaposed, layered, parallel, pattern etc.) Are any shapes repeated? Why do you think this is? Do the shapes have any bearing on the mood or meaning of the piece?

Do you like the work? Why? What have other people said about the work? Critics, newspapers etc.

CONNECTIONS TO YOUR WORK

Why have you looked at this artist, how does it link to your project? What connections are there between your work and the work of this artist (note: this can be conceptual and/or visual)? What will you take from looking at this artist that will inform your work?
